Master’s Degree Requirements-Linguistics

Candidates for the Ph.D. may be granted the M.A. in linguistics after 1) satisfactorily completing 12 courses taken for a letter grade (with the exception of LIGN 293). These must include 9 of the following required PhD courses; 2) passing the comprehensive evaluation at the end of the sixth quarter; and 3) demonstrating a reading knowledge of any language except English, subject to faculty approval.
